E Dro p box
puters. Up until now the solution
has been a little complicated,
involving continuing backups and imports. But we've found a solution that
works wonders for keeping not just GYST, but many files and applications on
multiple computers.
We've been using Dropbox to do everything associated with GYST. And since

we share tons of files across multiple computers, we seriously needed a ser-
vice like Dropbox.

Dropbox is an application that allows you to backup and share any type of
file across multiple computers. You can try it for free and share up to 2G of
files among multiple computers. That’s enough memory to share GYST.
